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Dear Camper and Parents/Guardians,
 
Thank you for registering to attend a summer camp program at Lutherdale. We are overjoyed to share the camp experience with campers on-site this summer. For returning campers, summer camp will look a little different. While the core of camp, building lives in Christ and providing life changing adventures will remain the same, we have made adjustments to ensure the health and safety of our campers.

We continue to monitor the situation.  Should the situation change, our plans will also change. Based on the guidelines from federal, state and local health departments and the American Camp Association, we have:
· Adjusted the number of campers per session
· Enhanced health screenings for campers and staff
· Enhanced cleaning procedures 
· Enhanced food service practices

Please read the following important information about the protocols Lutherdale has put into place for this summer:
 
FORMS 
To ensure readability, please do not take a picture of any forms and attach them to an email, this can result in poor resolution. These forms can be mailed to the Lutherdale office, scanned and emailed to info@lutherdale.org or faxed to 888-248-4551.

14 days prior to your session

· Please print the PRE-CAMP HEALTH SCREENING FORM. This form must be given to Lutherdale at check-in. We are asking campers to screen for symptoms, including a temperature of 100.4 or higher, for two weeks prior to their camp session.
7 days prior to your session 
· Submit the SUMMER CAMP HEALTH FORM. This may be done online, through our registration portal (new this year) or can be printed, filled out, and then scanned and emailed to info@lutherdale.org or faxed to 888-248-4551.
· Make a copy of your HEALTH INSURANCE CARDS and scan or fax the image. 
· Submit the CAMPER PERMISSION FORM 
· Submit the COVID-19 LIABILITY WAIVER 
· In order for us to prepare for any preexisting conditions or extenuating circumstances, Lutherdale must receive these forms 7 days prior to your session. 
· Sign in to your online account, and complete your PAYMENT. We prefer that money is added to your camper’s Camp Store account online to avoid handling of cash or checks at check-in. 
 
CHECK-IN
In an effort to reduce the number of people on-site and to minimize the risk of exposure the check-in process at Lutherdale will be via drive-through stations.
· It is imperative to have all forms and payments turned in ahead of time. The only thing you will turn in on check-in day is the PRE-CAMP HEALTH SCREENING and PRESCRIPTION MEDICATION.
· We ask families to limit to ONE parent/guardian in the vehicle per camper during check-in.  If possible, please leave all other children and pets at home to minimize the risk of exposure to our staff and other campers.
· YOU WILL BE ASSIGNED A 30 MINUTE TIME SLOT between 2:00 – 4:00 pm on Sunday or Wednesday. You will receive an email 1 week prior to your session with the assigned time slot.  Time slots will reduce the number of people on-site at any given time and the wait time for check-in. In the interest of fairness, camper’s beds in the cabins will be picked through a lottery system.
· Lutherdale staff will be wearing masks and gloves during check-in to limit exposure. We are not requiring campers or parents/guardians to wear masks, but they may if they choose.
· Campers will have their temperature taken as part of the health screening at check-in.  Lutherdale will conduct the temperature check through an open window of your vehicle.
· Lutherdale Staff will disinfect camper luggage before taking it to the cabins. We encourage packing all items for camp in a large plastic tote, which is easier to sanitize.  Please avoid packing items in luggage or bags that are porous such as cloth or canvas.
· Please have prescription medications in their original containers, in a zip lock bag and ready to be given to the Lutherdale Health Care Coordinator during the drive-through process. Do not pack them in your plastic tote.  We have over-the-counter medications on hand.
· To maintain a clean and sanitized cabin, we will not be allowing parents/guardians to take campers to their cabins. Families who wish to visit cabins may set up a time with the Lutherdale Office to tour the campus and cabins prior to July 5.
· ***If you require late arrival, let us know in advance***
 
  CHECK-OUT
· Camper pick up will be at 6:00 pm on Tuesdays and Friday.

· There will not be a Closing Worship for families this summer.
· Camper’s luggage will be disinfected and brought to a central location.
· Families will check out while staying in their car, sign out their campers and then will have campers brought to the vehicle.
· This summer, we are restricting visitors to the site during camp sessions and will not be able to accommodate campers being picked up in the middle of a session and dropped back off at camp again.
· Families are encouraged to self-distance after leaving camp especially from friends and family that are at a higher risk of COVID-19.
· Please contact camp if your camper is symptomatic after leaving camp.
EXTRAS
Gluten Free Meal Plan:  Additional $15 for a ½ week program.   All meals and snacks will be gluten-free.

Vegetarian Meal Plan: Additional $12.50 for a ½ week program. All meals and snacks will be vegetarian.

Vegan Meal Plan: Additional $15 for a ½ week program. All meals and snacks will be vegan.
 
CANCELLATION POLICY
If you have to cancel your camper’s session because they or someone in their household is sick or symptomatic, we will make every effort to reschedule them. Any payments to date can be transferred to a later program for Summer 2020 or Summer 2021.
